Outline of the
seminar

This seminar brings together 44 participants
(including 5 facilitators) representing 18 organizations

from 14 program countries.

The work programme consist of debates, thematic meetings, presentation

of the conclusions of the meetings and an Open Space Technology.

The participants will be mostly youth workers, some professionals and
other volunteers, associative leaders, teachers and up to 2 representatives

of the parents' commissions of two schools in the region.



Impact of the seminar

When knowledge is generated and skills are improved, there will always be a positive impact.

The participants, when leaving Castelo de Vide, will be aware of the challenges ahead, but prepared because
they bring added value with them. The intended results are the reinforcement of competences and the learning
of new methodologies by the participants, the awareness of the new paths to be followed and the certainty that

they are accompanied in the work they do when they are part of a support network to work with the young.

We also want the participants to understand that it is hot enough to do the work with quality, it is necessary for

society in general to realize the importance that this work has. We need to make it more visible and recognized .
